Warm Up Questions

around you? 
 

How did you learn how to love? Was it taught to you by someone? 
Did it come naturally? Who were the role models in your life that 
showed you what it looks like to love? 
 

Content Questions 

Why does John say that we should love one another? What if we 
don’t love one another? 
 

How has God’s love been revealed to us? What happens when we 
love one another? 
 

How do we know that God abides in us, and we abide in God? In 
whom does God abide? 
 

What does it mean that God’s love has been perfected in us? What 
does that enable us to do? 
 

Why does perfect love cast out fear? What does fear have to do 
with? What does it mean when a person has fear? 
 

What does it mean when someone says they love God, but hate 
their brother or sister? 
 

Application Questions 

Is there fear in love? How can fear manifest in love? Why or how 
does perfect love cast out fear? 
 

Why is it important for us to love one another? How are we as a 
congregation doing in terms of loving one another? How is that 
evident among us? How can we improve?  
 

What does it mean to abide in God’s love? How do we know if we 
are abiding in it? What should our response be as we abide in God’s 
love?
